For each step of a particular drawing, there is a basic instruction such as "make a
green triangle" or "add two squiggly lines." These instructions are accompanied by two sketches: a
drawing of whatever it is to be added and a drawing of the face-in-progress as a whole, so children
can easily see how the parts fit together. Not only does this book provide a fun play activity, but also
it's great for helping school-aged kids to enhance book reports and other school projects. Even
adults will appreciate both the ease at which this book helps them to produce a wide variety of silly
faces and the author’'s humorous style. A great gift for pre-school and elementary school aged
